On October 19, 2018, an important conference took place at the Universidad de Murcia, 

Campus de La Merced, focusing on the opera María del Carmen by Enrique Granados (1867–1916), 
which had premiered in Madrid a hundred and twenty years before.  The Congreso Internacional en 
Ocasión de María Del Carmen:  Enrique Granados y Su Época was a groundbreaking event that 
brought together many of Spain’s leading musicologists and shed much new light on the composer, 
his oeuvre, and his era.  It was organized by Dr. Enrique Encabo of the Universidad de Murcia, and 
the present editor had the privilege of serving on the comité científico (program committee) at his 
invitation.  Though I was not able to attend the conference, I have contributed an article to this 
special issue of Diagonal, which boasts four of the papers presented at this important event.  (A PDF 
of the conference program is below.) 

 
My critical edition of this opera will be published in 2020 by Tritó Edicions in Barcelona, with 

crucial typesetting of the manuscript done by Borja Mariño, who has contributed an important 
article to this special issue.  A recording of the work is planned for 2021, with possible stagings of the 
work in Murcia and Oviedo the following year.  Stay tuned for developments.  It is hoped that the 
research presented here will increase momentum towards the work’s revival and contribute to a 
reassessment of Granados’s musico-dramatic legacy. 
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
